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Abstract 

The study aimed to know the degree of employment of Vigutsky theory in 

developing creative leadership skills by social studies teachers among the 

higher basic stage students in Jenin Governorate, where this study followed 

the descriptive correlation curriculum, and the study community consists of 

all social studies teachers for the higher basic stage in public schools 

affiliated The Directorate of Education in Jenin Governorate, who numbered 

(88) male and female teachers. Creative leadership of higher basic stage 

students. 

The study reached the most important results: 

It is with regard to the degree of employment of Vigotsky theory in teaching 

as a whole (the total degree), as it was with the degree of approval, with an 

average account (3.95), a standard deviation (, 5490), and a relative weight 

of (79%). 

The study also showed that the average total degree of creative leadership 

skills reached (3.75), a standard deviation (653,) and a relative weight of 

(75%). 

The study showed after the Person test that there is a strong and obligatory 

relationship between the creative leadership and every dimension of the 
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Fegutsky theory, as the values of the correlation coefficient ranged between 

(505, -788,) in the sense that the more the degree of employment of 

Vigotsky theory, the greater the degree of creative driving skills for stage 

students. The higher basic. 

The results of the study also showed through the simple linear decline that 

there is an effect of the employment of Vigotsky's theory in teaching in the 

degree of creative leadership, as the value (P) was calculated (57,491). 

The study showed that there are no statistically significant differences at the 

teaching by social studies teachers in Jenin Governorate attributed to the sex 

of sex and years of experience. 

The study also found that there are no statistically significant differences at 

creative leadership (the total degree) and each of the dimensions of the 

creative leadership skill. 

In light of the results of the study, the researcher put several 

recommendations for officials in the Ministry of Education and teachers, 

namely: 
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* The officials of the Ministry of Education adopt modern means and 

methods that help students to develop mental capabilities and the levels of 

creative thinking, which was confirmed by modern and contemporary 

education. 

 

* Application of the Figotsky strategy in teaching because it emphasizes 

students' active participation in the learning and education process.
