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Abstract 

 The current study aimed to measure the effectiveness of using an educational site via 

the Internet in developing self-learning skills among eighth grade students, and to 

achieve the objectives of the thesis, a list of basic self-learning skills was prepared and a 

two-component program was prepared, an e-learning site and an educational training 

program, the developmental approaches were used in building the educational and 

experimental site in the implementation of the training program, The study sample 

consisted of two control and experimental groups, each of which consisted of (18) 

students from the eighth grade for each group, they were randomly selected, To collect 

the required data for the purpose of answering the study questions, a note card was 

prepared, the results of the data analysis showed that the effectiveness of using the 

educational site in developing self-learning skills was positive and on all axes, with an 

arithmetic mean (3.28), a standard deviation (0.45), and the size of the effect (0.70). 

Where the values of (T) for the pre- and post-applications of the experimental group of 

training program skills and the total score were statistically significant at the level of 

significance (α ≤ 0.01) between the average scores of students before and after on the 

skills of the training program (cognitive skills, skills of using learning resources, 

guidance and self-organization skills, self-evaluation skills, and the total degree of 

training program skills), and were not statistically significant at the level of significance 

(α ≤ 0.01) between the averages of students' scores before and after (life and social 

skills). The size of the impact was also large on the axes of (skills of using learning 

resources, guidance and self-organization skills, and self-evaluation skills), and it was 

medium on (cognitive skills, life and social skills, and the total degree of skills of the 

training program(. The researcher recommended the need to establish a comprehensive 

e-learning system based on self-learning, and to take advantage of the capabilities of 

artificial intelligence to build an e-learning curriculum based on self-learning, as well as 

support and encourage institutions and individuals towards benefiting from various 

learning sources instead of focusing on traditional education systems.
